As an association, our goal is to strengthen the school community through a variety of activities for both children and adults.  These events are often highlights of our children’s experiences at BSP.  However, they would not be possible without your valued participation.  Below is a short summary of annual BSPS events.  The new committee, which is formed in October, may choose to add additional events during the year.  

The BSPS will host a coffee morning on Wednesday, October 5th from 9:00 am to 10:15 am at the Junior School Refectory to discuss these activities and the role of the BSPS in general.  Join us for a breakfast pastry, learn more about the BSPS and share your ideas for the new year. Christmas Craft Fayre – November 26, 2011:  Traditional Craft Fayre that will be held in the Junior School Sports Hall this year with vendors from around Europe.  Holiday shopping experience enhanced with live music, fresh food, Raffle, and Junior School Tombola.  Key roles include:

· Overall Event Leadership (One coordinator, 1 team member).  Maintain contact with specialist coordinators and provide support where needed.  Coordinate publicity, set-up and decoration of hall (night before) and take-down after event.
· Vendor Management:  (coordinator, 1 team member).  Organize on-line vendor sign-ups, serve as primary communication source for vendors, collection of vendor fees prior to event, and coordination of special vendor needs, if any, at the event.
· Catering Management Team: (coordinator, 6 team members).  Decide food on offer (historically soup and sandwich bar) and coordinate delivery and use of facilities.
· Salon de The:  (coordinator, and a rota of 8 volunteers at the event).  Organize donations of cakes from BSP parents (approx 20 cakes, serving 10 people each); coffee/tea supplies and sales during event.
· Mulled Wine (coordinator: Glenda Banyard, 2 team members).  Work with Glenda the night before or at the event to create the perfect Mulled Wine and serve it during the Fayre.
· Raffle:  (coordinator, 2 team members plus 4 volunteers for ticket sales at the event).  Create label tags, collect raffle items from vendors at the event and arrange on tables.  Run raffle towards the end of the event and ensure delivery of all prizes.
· Chocolate Tent:  (coordinator, 2 team members plus 8 sales volunteers at the event).  Organize purchase of themed chocolate from England.  Coordinate pricing with BSP Committee.  Decorate tent stall and organize volunteer rota for sales at the event.  Organize at-school sales for any remaining inventory.
· Junior School Tombola (coordinator, 4 team members)  Coordinate with Junior School to distribute barquettes and instructions.  Label returned barquettes with tombola numbers prior to event.  Complete volunteer rota for Tombola at event.
Junior School Teacher Appreciation: Wednesday, December 14, 2011 (coordinator, Dawn McNulty; 2-4 team members).  Organize parent volunteers to bring in baked items and organize in staff lounge.  Please contact Dawn McNulty at dbmcnulty@free.fr if you are interested in coordinating this with her.

Easter Chocolate Sale:  March 2012.  (coordinator, 4 team members). Be the best loved parent at school!  Coordinate parent volunteers to purchase of Easter-themed chocolate from England. Organize at-school sales at Senior School (during morning break or lunch hour) and at Junior School (during morning and afternoon breaks; and again after school).  Bunny ears optional.

Senior School Teacher Appreciation:  Wednesday, April 4, 2012  (coordinator, Dawn McNulty; 2-4 team members).  Organize parent volunteers to bring in baked items and organize in staff lounge.  Please contact Dawn McNulty at dbmcnulty@free.fr if you are interested in coordinating this with her.

Senior School Spring Concert Refreshment Sales: Wednesday, April 4, 2012  (coordinator, 4 volunteers).  Offer refreshments and sandwiches before and during intermission.

Summer Fete, June 23, 2012:  A traditional summer carnival and last major gathering before summer break.  Class parents and staff organize themed carnival games where students earn stickers they can trade in for prizes.  BBQ, drinks, Pims & Strawberries, Scones and Cream, and ice pops available for sale.  Local artists tent and Grand Raffle with prizes donated from local businesses.  Key roles include:

· Overall Event Leadership (coordinator, 4 -5 team members).  Coordinate purchase of prizes, food and other event supplies, event publicity, volunteer rota for entrance table and prize booth, set up and take-down of event.
· Carnival Booths:  (coordinator, 1 team member, class mums junior school)
· BBQ Sales:  (coordinator, 6 volunteers to staff sales table one hour each)
· Drinks Bar/Ice Pops:  (coordinator, 4 team members)  
· Grand Raffle (2 coordinators, 4 team members, sales rota for 8 volunteers one hour each) Send letters to solicit donations and follow up in person as needed to collect prizes.  Set up raffle prizes at event, organize ticket sales rota, run raffle at end of event and ensure delivery of all prizes.  Send thank you letters to donors.
Nearly New Uniforms:  (coordinator, 6-8 team members)  Collect donations of gently used uniforms, organize items and coordinate sales.
